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We are getting ready to kick off another fall and winter of hunting  already. The summer has 

been somewhat busy as well . In June I took my wife Diane on an off range oryx hunt . We 

made a lengthy stalk on a large herd and were able to get within 130 yds of them . There 

were several good bulls in the bunch and we were trying to get one to step clear , in the 

confusion she ended up shooting a large 37ó cow  after that the bulls came strolling out in the 

open , still a pretty good oryx for your 1 st one.  

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The next hunt we did was another Oryx hunt in July this was with Ronnie from TX. who came 

with his father  . After getting out late the first evening we found a good herd but were not 

able to close in on them before dark. The next morning we got back in the same area and 

found them. Ronnie and I followed the herd while his father drove the truck out of sight, w e 

had to follow them a couple of miles before they dropped into an area we could move within 

range of.  When we got to the rise we found a very nice bull feeding we got the sticks setup 

and Ronnie made a good  165YD. shot . The bull ran off and stopped again I had Ronnie shoot 

him again he made an excellent 250 yd. offhand shot. Upon recovering the animal we realized 

the second shot wasnõt necessary but these are tough animals and I donõt like to take chances 

with them.

If anyone is interested in hunting these next year lets get you put in . These are not the once 

in a lifetime military range hunts. They are offrange public land hunts  you can apply for up 

to th ree choices of months with up to two people on the application , I like to do these hunts 

in May , June or July so they donõt interfere with fall hunts but we can talk about other 

months if these donõt work . I do these hunts as 3 İ day  fully outfitted with meals and 

lodging for $1750 per person  this does not include the $1603 non resident oryx tag.  To date I 

have had 100% success rate with it averaging about a day to get one.  

 

 

 

I had one hunter for the mobility impaired antelope hunt that started July  30th . It was a short 

hunt we didnõt plan to shoot the first one we saw but it was not one many people could or 

should pass on and five minutes into the hunt it was over. The result was a very heavy horned 

antelope that I rough scored at 81 Ĳ ò  



 

 

This is another very good hunt if you qualify as mobility impaired let me know and we can get 

you put in for next year, with all of the land we get to hunt the trophy potential is 

outstanding .  

 

For this fall I have more antel ope hunters , a few elk hunters and a few mule deer hunters 

scheduled.  

I am still looking for up to four whitetail hunters  for a ranch in Texas  this will be a high 

quality fully outfitted free range low fence hunt that we expect to yield 140 -160 class bucks 

with potential for 170 class. One doe and two feral hogs are included , the dates will be on or 

around the 11 th of NOV.  if anyone is interested  let me know and we can discuss price and 

details for this hunt.  

It is also time to discuss hunts for wild quail I have a few more options for this year and I am 

looking forward to the upcoming season that runs nov 15 th through feb 15 th  dove can be 

combined with this hunt during the month of December.

Thanks to everyone that hunted elk with me this year we had a successful season. I took two 

archery hunters who could only hunt 4 days while unfortunately we did not get a bull we did 

have many opportunities with one big bull that was hit high in the back and not recovered but 

I believe he lived on . Another 5 pt. missed and a 5 pt. that got in and  out of a water hole 

without an arrow r eleased. Had several other bulls called in close that always seemed to be 

able to find a branch to hide behind including one huge bull at 10 yds. That would have went 

well over 350.  These hunters had been to Colorado 3 times and had seen six elk,  they got  to 

see hundreds of elk on this trip and are hoping to return. I had a tag myself and hunted a few 

days I missed a big 6 pt. broadside wide open  at 28 yds. No excuses I just missed!  

The muzzleloader hunters fared better with 3 hunters all tagging out one killed a big 6pt. one 

killed a 5 pt. after missing a larger 5 pt. that morning,  and a 3pt. was killed by the last 

hunter  the evening of the 4 th day after missing a closer shot at nice 6 pt. that morning. 

 

 



 

 

 

 

I took one rifle hunter that missed a 340  class 6 pt. the first morning. He started having some 

knee trouble and we could not get back into that area but he didnõt give up and we got into 

some different country where he k illed a nice 5 pt. the next day. I n two days of hunting we 

saw close to 40 bulls 8 bears and one mountain lion.                         

 

I took my wife Diane muzzleloader deer hunting between elk hunters she killed a nice buck 

but there were four in the group one was a big 6x4 that had a 6ó drop tine I thought I had her 

lined up  on this one but when the shot went off the other  fell. Next year maybe! 

 



 

Quail season started on November  15th. The season is going good so far we are finding lots of 

birds with 15 bird limits being taken regularly. My  golden retriever English pointer  mix got 

loose and was unfortunately ran over  she was a fantastic dog in all ways and I will miss her 

this is the last picture I took of her.  I have a 6 mo. Old  german shorthair pointer that I am 

starting to work and she is showing promise  she has made some nice points and impressive 

retrieves.  I have also secured some more help for this hunt with some seasoned dogs so 

anyone looking for a late season hunt and does not plan to bring their own dogs let me know .  

I am going to take a little time to go scout  for mearns quail so I may be able to offer them as 

a hunt as well.
